Supervision Before and After School :      
Teachers supervise the yard from 8:30am to 3:30pm. 
Parents are advised not to send children to school 
when the yard is not supervised for safety reasons. 
Hats : Our Uniform Policy states that the only       
headwear that is acceptable is the school approved 
Sunsmart hat consistent with our Sunsmart Policy. 
Please do not purchase hats other than these         
approved hats which are available at Beleza in Moe. 
Headlice : Our Parent Volunteer program will         
commence shortly. Please check your children's hair 
regularly. If you would like to volunteer for training 
please contact the school office.  
 

 
Insurance : The Department does not insure  students 
property for loss or damage. Students should not bring 
expensive personal items to school and if they do    
parents should make sure that their home insurance   
policies cover loss or damage. 
Ambulance and Medical: The Department does not 
cover costs associated with medical treatment or    
ambulance cover. Please ensure your insurances are 
up to date. Where we suspect a serious injury or    
medical issue our policy is to call an ambulance. 
Lunches : A reminder that glass containers (soft 
drinks, jars of fruit etc) should not be sent to school 
because of the danger from broken glass. Friday lunch 
orders will commence shortly.  
Assembly : We have a regular assembly on  Monday 
mornings (or Tuesday after a public holiday) and one 
on the last day of the year. We love to see parents 
participating at these assemblies. If you attend please 
be sure to model appropriate behaviour to our children 
by participating in our National Anthem by listening 
and facing the flag and also by paying attention to the 
general assembly.  
School Council Elections : An early reminder that 
each year half the School Council  positions are up for 
election. If you are considering nominating you may 
wish to speak to myself or a  current councillor about 
what is involved. Detailed information will be forwarded 
in due course.  
Hot Days : Our school is fully air conditioned and on 
days when the temperature is over 38 degrees       
children stay inside. All children are required to wear a 
school broad brimmed hat in terms 1 & 4 or attend the 
Sunsmart area.  
School times : School day begins at 8:45am. Recess 
10:45-11:15. Children have lunch in their rooms    
12:15-12:30. Afternoon Recess 1:30-2:15. School day 
ends 3:15.

Do you have 30 minutes to spare 2 to 3 times a week? 
Do you enjoy reading to children? 
Would you like the challenge of assisting to accelerate a childôs reading progress? 
Are you a team player who can work independently? 
 
If you answered yes to these questions, you are destined to become a Literacy Assistant in the Bridges Program!   
Bridges is a Literacy program that matches assistants with students and by working one to one, the children improve 
their reading and writing skills. When you deliver the lessons, you follow a set formula so there are no worries about 
wondering if you are ódoing it rightô. Children who participated in the program had amazing results and I would dearly 
love to run the program again in 2009. For this to happen, I need assistants who can spare 30 minutes for 2 or 3 days 
a week. It can be any time of the day but most assistants found that the commencement of the day and the end of the 
day was most suitable as they could tie in the sessions with ódrop offô and ópick upô times for their own children. Literacy 
Assistants can also be Grandparents, Aunts, Uncles, family members etc. 
If you are interested in helping in this program, please come and see me. I would like to organise a ótrainingô session for 
those interested. (Training also involves coffee and Tim Tams!)
