This is a once in a generation opportunity for our school so we will be working hard to maximise the 
potential of these projects, not only for our school but also to ensure that our local economy benefits 
to the greatest extent possible.  
In a different Federal program we will also be having a significant solar array installed to generate  
electricity which will be used by the school and be fed back into the grid. We anticipate a start to this 
installation next term.
