School Uniforms 
Last week Sue wrote the forerunner to this item on uniforms. At 
School Council last night we examined our uniform policy and   
reaffirmed School Councils position on the implementation of our 
Uniform Policy. At present we have a number of children who are 
frequently out of uniform or wearing non-uniform items. Our 
school has a Department approved uniform policy which has been 
developed by School Council over a number of years so that when 
parents enrol their children here, they do so knowing what is      
expected of them. Our uniform policy states it aims as: 
�x�� To promote equality amongst all students and minimise peer 

pressure. 
�x�� To further develop a sense of pride in, and identification 

with our school. 
�x�� To provide durable clothing that is cost effective and       

practical for our school environment. 
�x�� To maintain and enhance the positive image of the school in 

the community. 
 
The implementation of this policy is as follows: 
�x�� After consultation with the school community, school   

Council has developed a Uniform Policy that we believe 
provides choice for the students, allows for students to safely 
engage in the many varied school activities, and caters for 
the financial constraints of families. 

�x�� The Uniform Policy applies during school hours, while   
travelling to and from school, and when students are on 
school excursions. 

�x�� Summer and winter uniforms, as well as sports uniforms will 
be prescribed, and are required to be worn. 

�x�� Students transferring into the school midyear will be allowed 
to wear their previous school uniform for up to one term. 

�x�� Stud earrings and sleepers worn in the ears, plus watches are 
the only acceptable jewellery. 

�x�� Extreme hair colors (eg: green, pink or purple rinses) and/or 
extreme hairstyles (eg: spikes or mohawks) are not          
permitted. 

�x�� Other than clear nail polish, cosmetics may not be worn at 
school. 

�x�� The only headwear that is acceptable are school approved 
Sunsmart hats consistent with our Sunsmart policy.  They 
must be worn outside in terms 1 & 4.   Hats are not to be 
worn inside. 

�x�� Footwear should be practical, secure and safe for school 
activities. High heels, open toed sandals and thongs are not 
acceptable for safety and hygiene reasons. 

�x�� The student Uniform Policy, including details of uniform 
items and places of purchase, will be published in the    
newsletter at the start of each year. 

�x�� School Council requires the Principal be responsible for       
implementation of the Uniform Policy in a manner     
consistent with the Student Code of Conduct. 

�x�� Arrangements can be made to supply uniforms via State 
Schools Relief for families experiencing economic hardship. 

�x�� Parents seeking exemptions to the Uniform Policy due to 
religious beliefs, ethnic or cultural background, student   
disability, health condition or economic hardship must apply 
in writing to the School Council. 
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Principals discretion. 

�x�� Approved uniform items that comply with the colour code of 
bottle green, black and white will be listed as an addendum 
to this policy. School Council is responsible for developing 
the list of approved items and colour combinations for    
approval. 

�x�� The school logo is the only acceptable monogram. 

�x�� Students will be loaned second-hand items for the day if 
they attend out of uniform. 

 
Some parents are choosing to disregard this policy which places 
their child in a difficult situation as the implementation dot point in 
bold above means the school has no option but to apply               
consequences to children who are out of uniform, even though this 
is the parents responsibility. We will be sending uniform reminder 
slips home and contacting parents to remind them of their           
obligation that when you enrol at this school you do so knowing we 
have a uniform policy. All our children have discussed this          
information with their teacher and should have discussed it with 
you. I do not wish to see children having consequences for not 
wearing uniforms so please ensure your child is properly dressed 
for school in accordance with our long standing policy.
