 Headlice   
Our headlice checks have began and Iôd like to 
thank our dedicated team of trained volunteers 
who do a fantastic job in helping keep this problem 
under control.  
There are a number of myths and misconceptions 
about headlice which Iôd like to touch on. More   
detailed information is available at school.  
 
Myth :  Conditioner kills headlice. 
Fact :  Conditioner is used when combing eggs 
and lice out of hair. It stops the lice from moving 
about and makes it a lot easier to use a special 
fine toothed nit comb to remove eggs.  
Myth :  One treatment of lice rinse is enough.  
Fact :  Lice treatments do not kill eggs. Nothing 
kills the eggs. These will hatch the day after    
treatment if not removed with a lice comb. This is 
why you MUST follow up treatments and you must 
comb out ALL the eggs. ONE egg starts the whole 
cycle again.  
 

 
 
 
Myth :  I only need to treat the person with the 
lice.  
Fact :  Lice can be so small and so hard to find 
that you may not be able to find them. (Thatôs why 
our volunteers are so fantastic! They know where 
to look and what to look for.) It is a good idea to 
treat the whole family.  
Myth :  Lice like dirty hair.  
Fact :  Lice donôt care - they just like hair.       
Children's hair touches  when they are playing and 
kids often have their heads close together, this is 
how lice move from one child to another.  
Myth :  Lice jump from one head to another.  
Fact :  Lice cannot jump but they can crawl pretty 
quickly.  
Myth :  Nothing kills lice.  
Fact :  Lice are becoming immune to some       
products. If one doesnôt work you need to change 
brands. It is not the products fault as,               
unfortunately your particular lice are resistant to 
that product. Someone elseôs lice wont be.
