I think it is fantastic that the big organisations, who are such an   
important part of our community as employers, are also out there demonstrating their corporate       
responsibility and putting something back.  
 
Dear Parents, 
I hope you all had a relaxing and enjoyable Easter break and our children have all had time to refresh 
themselves and recover from the various bugs that were around last term.  
You would probably be aware that the Federal Government, as part of the stimulus package, is putting 
an enormous amount of money into schools for new buildings. This program is an employment program 
with schools as the beneficiaries and the usual protocols and time lines have been put aside to get this 
money into the economy. Schools who meet the criteria will be able to choose from a limited number of 
building designs to enhance or replace their current facilities.  
Late last term we were involved in some urgent, timeline driven discussions about what our preferred 
options were. We were advised that the Department would be putting us forward in the first round of 
the program for funding. This involves our Region, then the Department then the Victorian Government 
approving our proposal which then goes to the Federal Government for final approval.  Our project is at 
the Federal Government approval stage. 
If approved, our project will be to remove the entire middle wing of the school. That is all the Bristols, 
and the old wooden buildings.  These would be replaced with new buildings. We would then remodel 
the top wing with the remaining  funds.  
There are limits on what we can do and we will be working very hard to ensure we get the best        
possible result for the future of our children, within these limits.  
When we have approval and plans I will display these near the office.  
This project is timeline driven as the Federal Government needs to get buildings being built to get the 
economy up and running again. I would expect we will see work beginning this term. This will entail a 
very significant reorganisation of our school as we move some classes into temporary accommodation 
and we hope you can assist us with this. 
This is a long overdue and very exciting opportunity that will see our school facilities brought up to the 
standard our children deserve and I am certainly looking forward to seeing the first nails go in!
