packages. This will begin to happen quite quickly now, as we have already had a 
project manager appointed and I expect on- site inspections this week! 
At the end of this program we expect all the buildings below the top wing to have 
been removed and two new modular buildings to have been installed. These will 
have a canteen, multi purpose centre and art room in one. The second will have 
classrooms and library. The top wing art room and library will be renovated as classrooms.  
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This is a fantastic result for our children! 
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This week our Grade 3 & 5 students are undertaking the National Assessment Program - Literacy and Numeracy 
(NAPLAN), which also assesses Years 7 & 9. 
The NAPLAN is undertaken in all Australian schools this week and provides a picture of Reading, Writing,       
Language Conventions (spelling, grammar  and punctuation) and Numeracy. The content of the tests is informed 
by the National Statements of Learning in English and Mathematics with answers being either short written      
responses or multiple choice, with the writing task being a narrative or story. 
The NAPLAN results are provided to parents, teachers, schools and school systems so that they can be used to 
better identify strengths and weaknesses of the education system (particularly for government funding programs); 
to establish school goals and priorities; to identify students who require additional challenges or support; and for 
parents to discuss achievements and progress with students.  
Parents receive a NAPLAN report later in the year. This report should always be read as a snapshot of your 
child's performance using a very narrow set of indicators. If it is significantly different from what you already      
believe or varies greatly from your school reports ( at either end of the scale) then just remember it is a one off 
test. It is well worth discussing with your teacher but may just be an anomaly. We try and time our Term 3        
interviews with the release of the reports, but this date has not been announced as yet.
