FOR ENGAGEMENT AND LEARNING 

 
Our school has been chosen to be part of a state-wide pilot called School Wide Positive Behaviour for

this to be effective. Schools in crisis or that have major behavioural issues are not the right candidates 
for this pilot. Our school is ideal because we already have good practices in place. This pilot will tie in all 
our behaviour management practices to make it even more effective.  
SW-PBSEL is a process for creating safer and more effective schools. A school team will work with 
coaches to develop an approach to increase our ability to educate all children. The school team will 
work with all staff to develop a school -wide system and common approach to discipline. Our             
involvement in SW-PBSEL will improve our ability to teach and encourage positive behaviours. Together 
we will support each other to develop school wide systems to create a safe and productive learning    
environment where teachers can teach and all students can learn. 
We have formed our leadership team and this group of people will be attending regional training on 
June 4th and 5th. Prior to this training, regional coaches will visit the school to undertake interviews and 
collect data upon which the SW-PBSEL process builds. 
We are very excited to be part of this pilot and we are confident that there will be many positive     
benefits for everyone.
