For this process to remain a positive one, we all need to stay focused on our end goal and  urge you 
all to help us.  How can you do that you ask? We need you to work alongside us to keep the children 
safe and stable by not parking in the staff car park, by using the parking areas around the school    
correctly, and by entering and leaving the school grounds correctly. While we can talk to the children 
about not being in the car park, or not going through fences, it is the observable modelling that      
actually teaches the children. When we set boundaries that are not respected or adhered to by adults, 
our teaching becomes not only difficult, it becomes near  impossible.
