Victoria are on the rise again so from September it will be time to grab your

sun protection gear and do the SunSmart Countdown. Whenever UV levels

reach 3 and above, sun protectlon is needed because that is when the sun

can start to damage skin and eyes and lead to skin cancer.

Use a combination of the following five sun protection measures:

5. Slip on clothing that covers as much skin as possible (no singlet tops)

4. Slop on SPF30+ broad spectrum sunscreen (remember to reapply it

before going outside)

3. Slap on a'wide brlmmed hat that shades the head, face, neck and ears.

2. Seek shade. . . .

Interviews are a two way process. They provide parents and students with an excellent opportunity
to talk to the teacher about the students academic and social performance and how that can be
improved to achieve your expected goals.

It is also a great opportunity for teachers to learn from you about your child. In particular, factors
affecting their performance are very important for us to understand. Often parents overlook telling
teachers about difficulties that students may be facing. These discussions can lead to identifying a
variety of issues such as sight or hearing impairment; particular social needs or emotional instability
that can be taken into account in our classroom practice. Should you need a longer discussion than
the time allotted then use this as an opportunity to make a follow up appointment with the teacher.
